'Motorsport Fascination' special exhibition: a must see for all PS enthusiasts
The largest public exhibition in Southern Austria will run from the 25th September until the 3rd October 2010 and will be held on the Graz exhibition grounds. Aside from an ensured variety of offers from around 450 exhibitors from 15 countries worldwide, the special exhibition this year is dedicated to the topic of 'Motorsport Fascination'.
The special exhibition 'Motorsport Fascination' at the Graz Autumn Fair 2010 will present legendary vehicles, modern technologies and great historical events. Situated on a total surface area of 1600 m², visitors can expect to see impressive car models and vast amounts of background information on an event that has influenced the series production of cars like no other. The top class event within the world of motorsport, Formula 1, will be represented with a large number of unique exhibition pieces. Right next to the Red Bull RB4 by Sebastian Vettel, the ÖAMTC (Austrian Automobile, Motorbike and Touring Club) will present a remodel of the Sauber C13 by Karl Wendlinger as a driving simulator. Here the visitors can test their skills and driving abilities on the different world race tracks. Further highlights include the McLaren MP4 by Ayrton Senna, the current Sauber Formula 1 team car from 2010 as well as the BRM P160, with which Niki Lauda won his first World Championship points.
From Formula 1 to Le Mans

Aside from the world-class Formula 1, the visitors can expect a wide range of exhibition highlights at the Graz Autumn Fair. Audi Motorsport will present the R10 which is the first winning car of the legendary Le Mans 24 hour race. In addition, the Porsche Museum in Stuttgart is sending a particular rarity to Graz in the form of the Gulf Porsche 917 and even more race series vehicles will be presented at the Graz trade fair including the 1993 Lola T Indy Car by Nigel Mansell and the current Scirocco Cup car. 
Historic racing cars will come from the Porsche Clubs in Graz/Vienna with a 356 race car and a replica of the Porsche 550. Furthermore, models from Ferrari and Aston Martin will make the hearts of sports car and motorsport enthusiasts beat that little bit faster.
Motorsport and Series
Vast amounts of innovation within the world of motorsport have shaped and influenced the series development of cars in the last few decades. A prominent example of this is the 'quattro' 4-wheel drive from Audi, which celebrated its 30th anniversary this year. The visitors will have the opportunity to directly compare a GT3 Cup car with a GT3 Series car. Finally, the Technical University of Graz will demonstrate Graz innovation with their racing team and the brand new E-Racer, a Formula 1 car with an electric motor. The Institute for Internal Combustion Engines of the TU of Graz will present a BMW 1000 from the EU research project ECO Power Drive.
